Next Point:
Choose one and discuss if this is a societal assumption, personal judgement based on experience or based on research etc and what issues may arise due to this.
look at bias, who is priveledged, empowered, submissive etc

	Constructing an exam question (moot) for the debate at end of session
	Come up with a moot (focussed on the impact on NZ society) for the debate at the end.  Relate this to the exam question and write it on board.  Students will stay in their groups from the initial vote and argue for or against.

	Hand out readings (students stay in groups to gather evidence towards moot) and summarise key points back to group.  Share any other research you may have looked at in your schools.
